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I. Evaluation report 
 

Open-day-project 
 

Due to the COVID health crisis, it quickly became clear that it would not be possible to 

organise a nationwide Open Day this year.  In the end, this event was included in the 

provisional calendar of the Belgian federation for 21 July (National day) 2021. In the direct 

contacts or by mail, the possible partners were informed about the day. All important 

information can also be found under the following link of the new project website:

To participate, clubs and owners of the minigolf courses should join the Belgian federation 

(basic membership). However, the basic contribution of 50 EUR can even be refunded if 

desired. In this context, the VoG MGC Kettenis, as coordinator, is looking for suitable 

sponsors.

Contacts 

In 2020, 15 minigolf courses were visited. In most cases a conversation was held with a 

responsible person or there was at least telephone or e-mail contact. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Most of the courses managers and clubs have also received a letter with the most important 

explanations about the project. 



PROJECT OBJECTIVE: No direct objective in the project proposal, but the budget 

foresaw the visit of 20 facilities. Due to the COVID health crisis, 

at least half of the facilities were to be visited. With 15 facilities 

visited and discussions and/or e-mail contacts with 20 facility 

owners/responsible persons, the results are quite positive. 
 

WMF-courses recognitions 

Two courses, Aalst and Woluwé-Saint-Lambert, were newly recognised. Negotiations are 

still underway with the club of Wilrijk, the most beautiful and a perfectly playable MOS 

course, to have the course also recognised, with a view to holding a matchday of the youth 

championship there in the next years. Despite the offer to cover the entire costs, the talks 

are proving difficult, similar to those with most of the clubs that were affiliated to the 

association in the past. The recognition of the Ham-sur-Heure-Nalinnes facility (Bertransart 

sports complex) was extended thanks to the WMF's special arrangement. This should also 

be possible for Namur, after a positive discussion with the main person in charge. However, 

the course of Namur is currently under reconstruction. In Woluwé-Saint-Lambert the first 

match day of the Belgian Youth Championship took place. In Aalst, a competition was also 

supposed to take place this year but had to be cancelled due to the COVID health crisis. 

Tournaments and championship matches are scheduled in Aalst and Bertransart in 2021. 

 
 

PROJECT OBJECTIVE: No direct objective in the project proposal, but the budget 

included funds for two new place approvals and 440 EUR in 

costs for project-specific extension of all former approved 

courses in Belgium. Effectively, two new courses have been 

added, possibly a third which would be funded outside the 

project budget. The balance for the former members of the 

association is sobering, with currently only one extension. 

However, a better result could not necessarily be expected. 

 

Membership BMGV & participation at the Open Day 

Membership BMGV & participation at the Open Day 

The situation in Bütgenbach is similar to that in Namur, as the facility is under 

reconstruction. In this context, there was an unplanned, intensive cooperation between the 

responsible persons from Bütgenbach, Erwin Hansen from MGC Eupen and Michael Mockel 

from MGC Kettenis as well as Romain Bausch from Luxembourg. 

Together, it was possible to ensure at the last second that a large part of the plates and 

frames of the facility of the MGC Ro'de Le'w from Luxembourg were not scrapped. 
 

Some parts will certainly be used for the renovation of the plant in Bütgenbach, but the 

majority will be stored temporarily and should be used for the construction of a new course. 



Like Aalst, Bertransart, Chaudfontaine and Woluwé, Bütgenbach is certainly interested in 

participating in the Open Day, but it is not yet possible to make a commitment because of 

the ongoing work. The conversation with the responsible person from Eeklo, a club with 

about 40 members, which was never affiliated to the federation, was also very positive, but 

here, too, the club is currently without its own course as a completely new one is being built 

there. 
 

For 2021, we hope that a few more partners will participate in the Open Day. In spring, 

after the general assembly of the Belgian federation, all potential partners will be contacted 

again. For the three clubs of the "Vereniging Liefhebbers Minigolf" (VLM) from Beerse, 

Herenthout and Vorselaar, this will probably not be the case, but the aim here is to maintain 

contact in order to be able to work together again one day. The same applies to Wilrijk. 

Already in 2019 there have been meetings with representatives of these associations and, 

similar to the previous year, some telephone conversations have been held, so far 

unfortunately without success. 
 

The general assembly of the federation will take place at the beginning of February. In 

principle, the number of members will then increase from 5 to 9 with the accession of Aalst, 

Bertransart, Chaudfontaine and Woluwé (all basic memberships). In addition, MGC Kettenis 

will participate in the team championship for the first time. This step was not planned by the 

club and has fortunately only become possible due to the present project. The MGC Kettenis 

sees itself mainly as a training club for children and young people but counts only a few 

active players. Due to the interest of some club-less players, with whom contact was made 

in 2020 in the context of the youth championship, the formation of a team has now become 

possible. 
 

PROJECT OBJECTIVE: Three to five new members in the first year: this goal was 

achieved with the commitments from Aalst, Bertransart, 

Chaudfontaine and Woluwé-Saint-Lambert. 
 

SOS Children's Villages & Sponsors & Public Relations 
 

As the Open Day could not take place, no further funds have been raised for the Children's 

Villages yet. The search for sponsors is to start in spring. With only nine 

partners/association members, this search is certainly a difficult undertaking, but in the 

context of the national network and the possibilities for development, the overall concept 

remains quite attractive. 

In the context of this search and the project, a new website has also been set up to give 

information about the Open Day, the different courses, the Youth Championship, but also 

about the various associations and the sport of minigolf in general. This site is 

complementary to the site of the Belgian federation. 
 

 



Youth championship 

Courses 

Initially, the Herenthout course and later the Bertransart course were chosen for the first 

match day, but in the end it was decided to, play in Woluwé-Saint-Lambert (MOS carpet), 

as it turned out that in addition to around 25 relatively young adults (between 25 and 45 

years of age), some children and young people are also very regularly active on the Woluwé 

course and that there is real club life there - even without an official club. The course in 

Woluwé can be considered as relatively difficult, the course record in 2019 was 35. The 

second day of the championship was scheduled in Eupen (miniature golf) due to the 

participants from Eupen and Kettenis. The fun activity, which was planned for the afternoon 

of the first match day, was cancelled due to the COVID health crisis. 

Participants 

After years with no youth players in the Belgian championship only two players were 

classified in 2018 and three in 2019. The opening of the format of the championship as well 

as holding it on only two match days - and a championship exclusively for youth players - 

had to ensure a turnaround. In the end, 9 players (4 girls and 5 boys) finish the 

championship this year, while three play one match day. These numbers remain modest, 

but in the current context they are to be seen as a complete success, also because 

practically all participants have agreed to take part in the championship in 2021 as well. 

Besides the three youngsters from the previous year, one boy from MGC Rozemaai and two 

girls from MGC Kettenis, two other players from MGC Kettenis competed as well as a boy 

from RMGC Esneux who could not be present on the first match day. Furthermore, one girl 

and four boys from Woluwé competed on the first match day. Unfortunately, two of the 

boys were absent on the second day due to holidays. Particularly pleasing was the 

participation of a boy from Gent, who had seen the poster about the championship in Aalst. 

Project coordinator Michael Mockel had left these posters in most of the courses visited. 
 

PROJECT OBJECTIVE: The objective was the participation of 8 children, at least four 

girls and four boys each. This target was achieved with four 

girls and five boys ranked. 
 

Sporting report: 

With the exception of three players (Senne Van Bouwel, Mia Mockel and Jana Baltus), none 

of the other children and young people had any competition experience. 

These players also did not have their own equipment, which, however, only played a minor 

role in Woluwé on the MOS course. Here, a ball was deposited at each course for the 

children, which was thus offered as an alternative to the usually used golf balls. In Eupen, 

each child was provided with a complete set of equipment, including course description, a 

playing folder (see attachment) and videos. Special mention should be made of the fact that 

all the children and young people came to train in Eupen in the week before the final and 

were intensively accompanied here by Erwin Hansen from MGC Eupen and Michael Mockel, 



MGC Kettenis. Those from Woluwé and also Alex-Tran Rogiers from Gent basically had no 

playing experience on Eternit. 
 

In the end, the favoured Senne van Bouwel by the boys' and Mia Mockel by the girls', won 

the stroke and the match play. Both were - literally - unrivalled in Belgium so far. Here, 

somewhat surprisingly, they only had a single stroke lead in the stroke play at the end, so 

the championship was a complete success also in terms of suspense. 
 

Especially in the girls' event, Robyn Rider, only 8 years old, was able to use her home 

advantage and was 10 strokes ahead of Mia's sister Maike after the first day and 14 strokes 

ahead of the futur winner, who made a disastrous start without her father's usual coaching. 

Senne Van Bouwel could have been expected to have an easy game after the first day of 

play and "only" 6 strokes behind Yannick Vandersmissen, also only 10 years old, and one 

stroke ahead of Nicolas Decoster (17), but Decoster in particular had quickly assimilated the 

unfamiliar eternit courses and he also had to admit defeat only at the very end. In the boys' 

competition, the result of Alex-Tran Rogiers, who was only 6 years old, deserves special 

mention. 
 

The players from Woluwé as well as Rogiers, who is clubless, were able to take part because 

the Belgian federation had decided to open up the format. All players only had to pay a 

basic fee (only 5 EUR for youth players). Already the day after the championship, Robyn 

Rider and her father took part in another competition in Eupen. Both will compete for MGC 

Kettenis in the 2021 team championship, may be Nicolas Decoster will also join them. 

 

II. Financial report 
 
For the visits of the courses, 2,634 km were driven. Smaller trips were not recorded. Trips 

that occurred exclusively for the project were charged at the official rate of around 35 cents. 

For trips that Michael Mockel and Raymond Leemans also made as companions of their 

children / own family members, only a fuel cost of 10 cents was taken into account. For the 

visits of the courses in Knokke, by the sea, project coordinator had booked a two-day holiday. 

Here, only the costs for the train were taken into account. A total of € 780.58 in travel costs 

was incurred. 

The payments for the course recognition were advanced by the project coordinator, as well 

as 50% of the costs for the renewal of the facility in Ham-sur-Heure-Nalinnes, Bertransart 

sports complex, until the end of 2020. The remaining costs for Bertransart (as well as the 

renewal of the facility for 2021-2023) were transferred to the national federation by the 

course owner. 

The MGC Kettenis will cover the remaining costs of the Aalst and Woluwé recognitions, if the 

municipalities do not cover the costs (the corresponding requests are still being processed 

there). The participation of WMF amounts to 260 EUR (50%) according to the project dossier. 



If Wilrijk is also recognised in 2021, the costs will be covered in full by the project coordinators 

(= waiver of travel allowances). This offer has been made to the MGC Wilrijk. 

In the other budget items, there are only costs of 80 EUR for the prizes that the children and 

young people received.  Other smaller costs were not listed (among others mouth-nose masks 

and disinfectants). The cups for the match-play competition were donated. 
 

A total of EUR 1,120.58 remains after deducting the cost-sharing contributions; the difference 

to the maximum grant of EUR 1,000 from WMF is deducted from the project coordinator's 

travel allowance. 
 

 

 



 

III. Media report 
 

A report on the Belgian Youth Championship was published in the East Belgian regional 

newspaper, the "Grenz-Echo". Short reports about the championship as well as the results 

can be found on the project website, the website of the federation, the website of the 

association MGC Kettenis and the FACEBOOK page of the Woluwé minigolf. The project 

website also contains the most important information about the WMF project and the 

organisation of the Open Day. 

 

IV. Visibility WMF 
 

The WMF logo was used on the project's publications (websites, flyers, posters) – also see 

the different annexes. 

 

V. Project follow-up - Further development 
 

The system for organising the Youth Championships will be maintained. For 2021, two dates 

(12 and 19 September) have already been set, but still need to be confirmed by the General 

Assembly of the Federation. MGC Kettenis will try to put a team to the Belgian Club 

Championship every year in order to be able to give more playing practice to clubless 

children and youngsters, but also adults. The Open Day should become a permanent fixture 

in the calendar of the national association. Currently, the Belgian national day, the 21 July, 

is planned for this event every year. 

The priority goal remains to create a new plateform for the sport of minigolf in Belgium, to 

continue to find new partners, to attract sponsors and thus to be present in the public eye 

as much as possible.

Problemen zijn aan de longshot (de eindbereik ligt hoger dan het gras en is open) en 
bij enkele buizen rond de banen, die precies op hoogte van het gat samen komen en niet helemaal goed 
verwerkt zijn, wat niet ideaal is. Maar al in al een heel mooie terrein met perfecte installaties ernaast.  

Club : geen club. 

Projecten BVMG: goede contact met de bestuurders. Herkenning door de WMF van de terrein vanaf dit 
jaar. Ook organisatie van een eerste toernooi door de VZW MGC Kettenis. Ook interesse voor een 
Belgisch jeugdkampioenschap in Aalst, zeker als de terrein mag open blijven. Idem het “open-deur-
project” in 2021 en dus een basislidmaatschap bij de bond. Ook grotere wedstrijden zijn mogelijk, zeker 
als het niet tijdens de hoofdperioden (zomer) is. Alleen een beperkte deel van de inkomsten van de 
minigolf zijn voor de bestuurders. 

Chaudfontaine (08/03/2020)
